[bookmark: _Hlk214608819]SCRUB SEAL INFORMATION – Application #1

· Scrub Seal is a mixture of asphalt emulsion and ¼” rock aggregate and the first step in the Cape Seal operation.
· Benefits include a mass crack seal and helping smooth out small imperfections in the existing road surface prior to the Microsurfacing Operation.
· Scrub Seal operation does not close the road for an extended period, but we do ask that traffic please be mindful of the operations and to keep disruptions to the process at a minimum. We will work one side of the street and then come back up the other side to complete the block and/or street segment the City has laid out for sealing.
· Once the rock is placed on the fresh oil traffic is good to get back on the road. Please do not drive between the spray truck and the machine that is applying the rock as that is only oil in between and it will track onto your vehicle, driveway, or wherever else you may drive. Vance Brothers is not responsible for any damage if a vehicle cuts between the two machines and causes these issues.
· The following two days (2), a pic-up sweeper will be canvassing the area to sweep up excess rock that did not adhere to the oil.
INCLEMENT WEATHER and/or EQUIPMENT ISSUES

· Weather, equipment issues, and cars parked on the street may prevent completion of work on street(s) scheduled for any given day.
· [bookmark: _Hlk214605004]Mechanical Issues: Work will resume the next possible working day once repairs have been completed.
· Weather Issuses: Microsurfacing can also be postponed by a severe “THREAT of RAIN”. Work will resume on the first day the asphalt surface conditions are met, and favorable weather is forecasted, without any additional notice provided to residents.
STREET and/or DRIVEWAY ACCESSIBILITY

· Limited Access will happen during “Scrub Seal Operations” on a block-to-block segment. Once complete and the crew moves to the next one the road is totally open to normal traffic as usual.
· Emergency Services will have "TOTAL" access to all streets including during the application process.

MICRO-SURFACING INFORMATION – Application #2

VEHICLE PLACEMENT & PARKING

· Park vehicles in Driveways when possible and off-street a minimum of 2 feet away from pavement edge.
· If you have off-street parking, park vehicle as far away from edge-of-pavement as possible. Crews need room to work.
· When necessary, park your vehicles at the end of the block, and 100 feet beyond the nearest intersection to allow room for equipment.
MICROSURFACING INFORMATION

· Micro-surfacing is not “ASPHALT” it is a fluid application that hardens (cures) over a few hours, generally, 4 to 6 hours. If vehicles are driven on product too soon, Vance Brothers will have to return and inconvenience the neighborhood a second time. Please wait for traffic cones and barricades to be moved. 
· Benefits of Micro-Surfacing: smooth and esthetically pleasing surface with increased durability. Sealing the existing pavement cracks, keeps water from infiltrating under the road. It also improved road safety, due to the added friction of the surface. Bolsters unstable life of existing pavement, environmentally friendly.
· Residents can expect 4-6 hours of delay to allow for the application to cure completely.
INCLEMENT WEATHER and/or EQUIPMENT ISSUES

· Weather, equipment issues, and cars parked on the street may prevent completion of work on street(s) scheduled for any given day.
· Mechanical Issues: Work will resume the next possible working day once repairs have been completed.
· Weather Issuses: Microsurfacing can also be postponed by a severe “THREAT of RAIN”. Work will resume on the first day the asphalt surface conditions are met, and favorable weather is forecasted, without any additional notice provided to residents.
[bookmark: _Hlk212366740]STREET and/or DRIVEWAY ACCESSIBILITY

· Street “Traffic Control” has been approved by the Local Government to complete Road Surface Improvements.
· Certain streets will be "CLOSED", during the application. Said streets are mainly 500 feet or less in length and Cul-De-Sacs.
· Collector, Arterial, Boulevards, Trafficways, and Parkway type streets will have limited “Ingress/Egress" during Microsurfacing Operations. These streets will typically be completed one lane at a time. When deemed necessary, a “PILOT VEHICLE” will be used. Please wait for “PILOT VEHICLE” to pass and going in the direction you need to go before entering the roadway.
· Emergency Services will have "TOTAL" access to all streets including during the application process.
· EMERGENCY SERVICES: will have "TOTAL" access to all streets including during the application process.
· When backing onto the “NEW” application; continue backing until your front wheels are turned to the direction you want to go. Stopping on the “NEW” application and then turning your tires will tear the surface unless it is fully cured (Full cure is 24 hours).
